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WIGGINS ISLAND TERMINAL ACCESS POLICY

TECHNICAL INFORMATION
Purpose of this document
The Wiggins Island Terminal Access Policy (the Access Policy) requires WICET to make certain Technical Information available on its website to assist Gladstone Coal Producers to determine whether the Terminal and its facilities, in terms of location and capacity of physical infrastructure, are suitable to export their product.

Train unloader capacity rates
The nominal gross unloading rate of the Stage 1 rail receival station is approximately 5,550 tonnes per hour. Actual rates are influenced by factors such as train size and coal properties.
Stockpiles and capacity rates

The stockyard for Stage 1 of the Terminal comprises a number of dedicated stockpiles and a common user area. Dedicated stockpiles are allocated to long term ToP Shippers having regard to user requirements and optimisation of terminal efficiency. The minimum contracted capacity required to qualify for a dedicated stockpile area is 1.5Mtpa. Users with lower contracted capacity may be serviced from the Common User Area.

The stockyard is designed to provide approximately 1.9Mt of total product storage. 
Reclaim and ship loading capacity rates
The Terminal loading stream comprises two reclaim conveyors, a surge bin, jetty conveyor, wharf conveyor and single shiploader with a gross loading rate of approximately 5,380 tonnes per hour. Actual rates are influenced by factors such as ship class, deballasting rates, hatch changes, coal density and coal flow.   
Length of jetty
The approach jetty is approximately 1.8km long.  The wharf for Stage 1 consists of a single Cape Class coal berth approximately 350m long.

Capacity of berth (ship draft and vessel capacity)

The berth is suitable for loading gearless vessels from Handimax size and draft (indicatively 40,000 dwt) to vessels of Cape size and draft (up to 220,000 dwt).

Terminal Rules

The Terminal Rules are published as a separate document on the WICET website.
Nominal Capacity

The capacity of the fully developed Terminal is expected to be around 120Mtpa.

The nominal capacity of Stage 1 of the Terminal is currently assessed to be 27Mtpa.

The nominal capacity of the Terminal may vary from time to time as it will be influenced by a range of factors, including user requirements and coal chain performance.  The nominal capacity of the Terminal is reviewed quarterly and annually.
Unallocated Long Term Capacity

Of the current assessed nominal capacity, 16Mtpa is fully contracted under long term Take or Pay Agreements. The amount of annualised Unallocated Long Term Capacity is currently 11 Mtpa. 
Minimum Capped Annual Tonnage

The Minimum Capped Annual Tonnage applicable to Shippers is 1.5Mtpa.  
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
